The Kitzbühel Alpine Rally, one of Europe's biggest and finest veteran car rallies, has for many years been a permanent fixture in the events calendar for historic car enthusiasts. The 18th Alpine Rally will take place between 1−4 June 2005 and follow a course along some of the most delightful Alpine roads in Austria's Tyrol and Salzburg provinces. 

This year, the just under 200 participants face a huge challenge. After a few years' break, the race will once again follow the Grossglockner High Alpine Road – a breathtaking route and a real challenge for man and his machines. Plus, this year a special award awaits the best mountain driver. For the first time, we will be crowning the winner "King of the Glockner".

Vehicles dating from before 31.12.1976 are eligible. For the main stage on the Friday, there are two sections to choose from: a long loop of around 340 km via the breathtaking Hochkönig route or a shorter variant (approx. 220 km) for vehicles of more advanced years and for the enthusiast, who is perhaps not so competitive. 

The Kitzbühel Alpine Rally is not just an important landmark on the veteran car scene, but also a meeting-place for celebrities from the motor industry, from the world of film, TV, sport, show business and commerce ... and they are just as high profile in the sophisticated "Sporting Capital of the Alps“ as the magnificent automobile classics.
